INTRODUCTIONS

· Potentially sell stamps next year when we pass out Friends and Family packets. 

FINANCE REPORT

· One time donations + reoccurring monthly donations for month of September = $7,070.

· Erika and Jane re-writing monthly reminder for those pledges to be friendly and more green.

· $40,000 is pledged (in theory)

· Current balance as of today is $16,958.00 (at $25,000 we move it over to school’s account)

· Six more grants finished and need to be sent.

UPCOMING PROJECTS

· Volunteer Lists: Jacqui has it all organized when an event comes up there is an email list for each and it’s ready to go. Good size committees for each event. 

· Directory is going to be ready on Monday afternoon — she has 4 volunteers for Monday for copying.

· 32 kids are siblings; 140 families approximately total.

· Box Tops: Tamika has extra collection boxes for office or home; flyer went into mailboxes; box at gate; Jane will ask her to come to Monday meeting and talk to little kids about it; you can download a list of products; when buying “snacks” for school, look for the box tops.

· We will have a collection box from Fresh & Easy and banners and classroom collections – no brainer. Can use ANY Fresh & Easy. For every $20 we get $1. (For 3 months) Night of shopping 5% day we get to collect other customer’s receipts AND get the 5% and there is a $5000 bonus for biggest grossing school. Last year Sunset View got it, so it’s totally possible.

· Recording Studio Experience – Julie wrote from Barcelona! October 15th  she is meeting with her team. They will take reservations and assist with recording. GALA!

· Lizbeth is hand-addressing her procurement letters. Her best pitch works when she is personal angle— “I come here all the time.” Other angle— “Our families care about the creative arts.” Also “Very high participation rate.” CJ will think about “angles” and report back with an elevator speech.

· Pepsi refresh grant – can we put in Gamelan? Heather will do that. Clea will email her and check in. Spread the word on Facebook.

· THE BOOKRAISER. Linda is the Usbourne gal. She wants to pump up the library. Wants to do a book sale at the school for holidays sales, in early November. All the proceeds will go to school, depending on how much is sold. Linda would create flyer to benefit from school library. Each classroom would have catalog, can go to the website and look at that, a few books would be on hand for display. Can’t do cash and carry book sale. There would be order forms. Maybe Linda could suggest a top ten list for each grade level. No tax. Linda will pay shipping and donate. No cost to school. Discussion about how to present this.
