Introductions:

Lizbeth explained 100% participation and how vital that is to us on so  many levels (morale, grant requests, mobilization) and how it can be  $5 a month (or more; or no money at all and just energy and time, but  money is good too) — Much discussion about how to encourage monthly  donations. (Use of Bill Pay and explaining that at BTSN even with  computer techs standing by; posters)

Finance Report:

Our goal this year is $120,000 (down from $160,000 which is where we  thought it would be)  which is $705 per student and we currently have $6524.

Phil's Report:

* Lots of potential for state funds to come through via various Board  decisions as well as Prop J, which includes charter schools equitably  and therefore we would get potentially $500 per kid if this were to   go through. We cannot distribute pro-J literature but can discuss what  the prop entails. On individual level, we can certainly discuss  merits, go to meetings, help at call bank, etc.

Old Globe Artist in Residence program (for Drama Dept.) is looking  much more expensive than initially thought. We're not giving the idea  up, but currently money isn't there (grants are being written). Have  wonderful help for Krystina (drama teacher) from David Humphrey's,  actor/parent and his wife, whose mother is former Education Director  of Old Globe!

Lion's Club Grant was received and used to purchase Lego Engineering/ Robotics kits for new and improved Engineering Department, as well as  for 1-2 grade department, and for after school Robotics club/team  helmed by Tim Lawrence.

Operating as if we will have full budget till holidays and then will  have to re-evaluate at that time and hope we have raised enough to not  cut anything/anyone.

Matching grant of $5,000 - C'mon everyone, donate!

Grant Update:

Lion's Club received; Letters of intent out — Ackerman Foundation.  Four more grants done and waiting readers (and now data retrieval from my computer) with 4 more to write over next month and a half. Sharon  Payne working individual donor angle. Need an in-kind person to gather  food/gift cards/etc.

Recent Past Projects:

Downtown Johnny Brown's made a few hundred; he was kind and just  gave us percentage off top; not best turn out. Probably timing.

Art Auction very successful. Jett Gallery great and offered up space  anytime. Much discussion over having a second, perhaps focusing on  student art around holidays. Combining with another event?
