PHIL’S UPDATE

Enrollment is at 170.

Middle school facilities difficult to find something suitable:

1. Met with CCDC with Nick Watson — not much changed since he was going to education task force a few years ago, whatever we do it can’t be to the detriment to this org; no open space; new parks coming up – very little but there is one near the ballpark, a year out. Another near Albertsons 15th and G, 3-5 years out. 

2. Met with Steven Hill from Todd Gloria’s office (councilman for Balboa but not Bankers hill) city needs money, wouldn’t it be awesome if there was a program in the park, but there is a charter that says we can’t do it – could be amended. Looking into BP space. 3-4 classrooms needed. 

3. Next month meeting with Legler Benbough Foundation (in Mr. As) — their mission is to support Balboa Park. Two fold— help us get into BP or just plain help us.

Whole school move (16,000 sq ft) vs. middle school (annex, less but close, 60-70 sq. foot per kid)

Currently finishing charter for middle – we’ve talked about 7th grade as incubator, but let’s be cautious about where it can go from here and not get ahead of ourselves

GRANTS

1. Ackerman Letter of Intent denied. Told by a friend who is in the know to reapply, better chances after they’ve heard from us once before.

2. We’ve started the process of posting a listing on Better Giving, a database connected to SD Foundation. This is important because a) we can’t apply for any Foundation grants (including SD Women’s Foundation) until we have this profile and b) it is like a mini website for FOMS that gets seen by people with money.

3. Went to the SD Women’s Foundation Grant program at Girl Scouts and this is a great grant for us— this year’s theme is Arts and Culture for K-12. We’re going to apply for Gamelan / World Music. Deadline is Dec. 1 so this is high priority.

4. Parent Troy Kobold works for Northop Grumman aand they have a Grant program if you have an Employee sponsor. He’s going to pursue that with some stuff from me. Not due till April 30. Leery of Charter schools but don’t totally exclude them. 

5. Future Apps: Captain Planet - science (deadline Dec. 31); Honda – science/computer / engineering (deadline February 1); Sempra – science / community service (app is in May, 2011)

6. Do we have any SONY employees? Ask around. Good education matching grant. Let’s send email asking for everyone to check into their companies and see if they have matching grants/opportunities.
